· Case research is optional, not required.  However, you may find that research may reveal additional information that will make your analysis and recommendations stronger and more convincing.  It will also make you more knowledgeable about the company.

· Research can cover any area or time, but case papers and presentations can only include information prior to the time of the case.

· Before searching for information about the company, consider what type of company it is first and the time period you need.

· Real versus fictitious  (obviously, there will be no information on fictitious companies)

· Public versus private company

· Domestic versus foreign
